Performance Analysis of WAN based application delivery networks

C
onsolidation and centralization of datacenters has increased pressure for organizations to centralize control of their intellectual property and processes to meet regulatory requirements.  Extended enterprises require business-critical applications to be delivered over a more geographically dispersed infrastructure. This has put pressure on deploying application performance and delivery.  Being able to increase the efficiency of the investments in the WAN infrastructure and new WAN optimization controllers as well as balancing the end-user performance expectations, has become a new frontier in Wan Application Performance Management. In this presentation NetDialog presents and discusses the problem areas and areas for improvement. 

Wilfried van Haeren, is co-founder and president of NetDialog Inc.Canada, has a degree in Computer Science, and has been working in the ICT sector since 1982 and as an entrepreneur in the same sector since 1990. He was involved in various IT firms in the role of shareholder/partner, founder and managing director. Started as R&D engineer at Digital Equipment Corporation, worked at DEC’s R&D labs in Reading, UK and later on became principal consultant and lead architect for the IT management architecture at Reuters Plc. London, at SWIFT Brussels and at TPG Postal services in the Netherlands. Wilfried was involved as founder/owner at NRCC (Network Resource Consultants and Company), a consulting firm delivering consultancy-based Application Performance Analysis solutions. He was also responsible for the European WAN Performance practice area of the Nasdaq listed Predictive Systems Inc. He is currently president of NetDialog Inc. Wilfried lives and works in Canada and is the author of a book (“Lokale netwerken (LAN’s): keuze en gebruik in de praktijk”) on network technologies; in the past he worked as visiting lecturer for MBA courses at the Universities of Delft (MBT) and Tilburg (MIM) in the Netherlands and is a speaker at national and international conferences.

eal Application Testing Testing-with Oracle Database 11g Enterprise Edition- combines a workload capture and replay feature with a SQL performance analyzer to help test changes against real-life workloads, then fine-tune them before putting them into production. Real Application Testing provides change assurance for database and O/S upgrades, O/S migrations to a different OS, configuration or parameter changes for Oracle/OS/hardware, adding/removing index, migration to a different storage etc. This capability is back ported to Oracle9i and Oracle10g to help with easier and faster migration to Oracle11g..
Oleksiy Razborshchuk has been part of the Oracle Corporation team for the past 12 years. He is currently a Principal Solution Architect with Oracle Corporation Canada. Oleksiy has participated in numerous proof-of-concept projects with Oracle customers, DBMS benchmarking and performance tuning engagements. He has presented at IT events such as the Toronto Oracle User Group, IBM, HP, Sun and Veritas user conferences, and various SIGs. He has also developed and led Oracle Database Grid hands-on training classes. Oleksiy is an Oracle Certified Professional-DBA and an Oracle Certified Instructor.
