Dear CMG Canada Attendee / Prospect,

On behalf of the CMG Canada Board, I would like to wish you a Happy New Year.  We (the Board) would like to update you on some changes in our membership structure, and also highlight the upcoming March 18th seminar.  The details follow.
Membership Changes

CMG addresses both the professional needs of the Performance, Capacity planning and Management practitioners, in addition to the more personal need for such individuals to stay connected and informed at the peer level.  Further CMG remains a totally vendor neutral organization in that it encourages vendor participation and avoids presentations aimed at marketing a product; from time to time we do have separate sessions for the latter. 

After much deliberation, we decided to update our membership structure to better reflect the changing circumstances many of our members and prospects face.  Hence, we have decided to adopt a simpler membership structure – that being an individual membership only which covers all 4 days for $100; the old Corporate membership will no longer be offered, but will be honoured for the remainder of this seminar year which ends on August 31st 2008. 

Membership is not "transferable", but substitution will be allowed on a seminar to seminar basis, in the event that the paying member cannot attend. The paying member will always receive the renewal reminders and invoices.

In adopting the individual membership structure, we are offering you the ability to take a more personal level of responsibility for your participation.  We have plans to issue membership numbers which would identify you easily to CMG Canada, and perhaps later as part of the wider CMG circle. With this membership number, we can then offer you access to password protected areas of the website where we can confidentially share “member only” information and incentives.  With this new approach we can also issue personal invoices and receipts – a major drawback under the old structure.
