Fourth, we made some changes to our membership structure as outlined in the Membership section.

Membership

For the first time in over 12 years, we voted to increase the membership dues a little.  This resulted in increasing the individual membership to $100 (from $80); and the Corporate membership - an unlimited number of members to any or all meetings from the same Organization - to $400 (from $320).  The non-member rate of $30 per day applies; and this amount can be applied to a “full” membership (individual or Corporate) at any time during the current year.
